The Aftermath of Two Gulf Wars

It is said that the Garden of Eden was once situated at the confluence of the Euphrates and
the Tigris. But for more than 30 years, there’s been no peace in the land between the rivers.
The UN Environment Program estimates that up to 2,000 tons of munitions containing
enriched uranium were deployed during the Iraq wars of 1991 and 2003 alone. And these
weapons have left a devastating legacy. Around 300 zones in Iraq, particularly in the south
of the country, are now thought to be contaminated. People there have seen an alarming
rise in the incidence of cancer, stillbirths and birth defects. There are no official studies into
the causes of these health problems; unofficial studies are not recognized. DW broadcasts
the shocking documentary Silent Death in the Garden of Eden - The Fateful Consequences
of the Gulf Wars.
